Foreign Technical Training programme for Students of Government Engineering Colleges and University Departments of Anna University. 
MINUTES OF THE MEETING ON 25.4.2017
1. Selection of Students for the Foreign Technical Training programme is based on cumulative performance of students in the End Semester Examination (upto 5th semester). The students of 6th Semester of each Branch has to be ranked separately based on the cumulative marks obtained from 1st Semester to 5th Semester in the University End Semester Examinations in each branch of all the Colleges. Top one student from each Branch in each College will be selected. If more than one student holds the same Mark, then the +2 Engineering Aggregate taken for the B.E / B.Tech admission will be considered for ranking. If the Student holding the top most Mark in any Branch is from Lateral Entry category, his cumulative mark from 3rd, 4th and 5th Semester will be taken for calculation of cumulative CGPA. Selection from each Branch is as per the number of students from Autonomous and Non-Autonomous Institutions given in the table-I below. For selection of 6 students from 7 Non Autonomous Institutions, the CGPA of the                       2 students last ranked in the branch compared and the student with highest score will be selected. The Special Branch such as Bio Technology, Information Technology, Electronics & Instrumentation, Metallurgy and Production Technology will be combined with the relevant core Branches as shown in the following table for attending the Training Programme.
2. Selection list of the students with the Marks Scored in the Cumulative End Semester Examination should be displayed on the Institution’s Website and Notice Board of each Department in the Institution in order to maintain transparency of selection.

3. Total of Hundred numbers including students and accompanying faculty from 10 Government Engineering Colleges and University Departments of Anna University will be selected by the Core Committee.
4. Students and accompanying Faculty from the Government Engineering Colleges will be selected as given in the following table-I based on Annexure–I of the CTE’s Letter No 54505 / H3 / 2016 dt 7.11.2016 in Table-I

6. Period of the Foreign Technical Training Programme for each branch will be decided anywhere from June to August of every year which will be executed by Centre for International Affairs (CIA). 
7. The final list of Students selected will be intimated to the Principals /Deans based on which the Principal / Dean has to forward their e-mail id, mobile no. on or before 27.4.2017 and Passport Number and validity of the Pass port along with willingness or Non-willingness certificate and Medical Fitness Certificate from Civil Surgeon of Government Hospital to undergo Foreign Technical Training Program for 15 days in foreign country on or before 10.5.2017. The Head of the Institutions are requested to make necessary arrangements to complete all the above requirements and send them to DOTE without any delay.
8. Head of the Institutions /Deans have to make necessary arrangements to collect the Passport and other necessary documents from the selected Students / Faculty.
9. Host Institution and Departments abroad will be arranged by CIA

10. Accommodation and travel arrangements (Visa & Ticket) will be arranged by– CIA
11. Accompanying Faculty selection will be selected based on the consent from the Host Institution and will be finalized by the Core committee. The Faculty accompanying the Students have to arrange themselves for obtaining the ‘No Objection Certificate’ (NOC) from the Government, Passport and other procedures.
12. The number of Faculty deputed will be based on the number of country selected for the Training Programme and the depending on the Male and Women students accompanying in the Group visiting a country.
